Many of our ranks are scattered around the globe—some deployed 
and still on active duty, while others, by 
choice or happenstance decided to live 
elsewhere.  Theron is in Killeen—
apparently lots of rats to kill there, Lucifer 
is in Arkansas running a restaurant, Hunter 
in Louisiana, Rex and Tommy in D.C., 
Mark in Seattle, Bill Phillips running the 
GOP, Mike Ellis in one zip code or 
another in the Galveston area 
(depending on the Hurricanes), Herr in 
Michigan, and Dulaney still with no 
address.  The point is, wherever we go 
or end up, everything we do has been 
touched, in some way, by our 
experience in the Corps, the Jodies, the
