Major Retired Ronald Lee Paramore died on November 
22, 2013. He was born in Duncan, OK, on June 12, 1940. 
Ronald was commissioned in the U.S. Army in 1965 and 
served two tours in Vietnam. He received a Slver Star, two 
Bronze Stars and two Purple Hearts. Ronald was highly 
active in veterans’ communities in the Dallas/Fort Worth 
area. Ronald is survived by his wife of 49 years, Judy, his 
son, Scott Paramore, and three grandchildren.  
 

Commander Glenn Edward Simmons, a retired U.S. Navy Com-
mander, died on Oct. 15, 2013, at the age of 93. He attended NTAC in 
1941. He entered the Naval Reserve Midshipman School at Northwestern 
University in Chicago, IL, but resigned his commission, 
began flight school, and  received his wings in April 
1942. He entered World War II as an aviator of PBYs in 
the Aleutian Islands. Simmons' Naval career spanned 
World War II, the Korean War, the Vietnam War, and 
the Cold War. His last duty was as director of the De-
fense Intelligence School in Washington, D.C. He retired 
in 1969 after 28 years of service.
